EXHIBIT LOCATION
The exhibit program will be held on the University of Washington campus. Indoor exhibits will be held on the 2nd floor of Kane
Hall and the outdoor exhibits will be held in the area immediately surrounding Kane Hall. VMMC technical sessions will be held in
Kane Hall. Morning and afternoon refreshment breaks will be held in the exhibit area in Kane Hall.

BOOTH SPACE FEES
Indoor Display— $450 per indoor booth space (no vehicle space)
Indoor exhibit display includes one 8' skirted table, two chairs, one wastebasket, 8' backdrape and 3' sidedrape, a booth ID sign and
one barbecue ticket for Tuesday's lunch. Exhibit spaces vary in size, depending on exact booth location. Range of sizes is from
5'x 10" to 8' x 10'.

Outdoor Equipment Display— $450 per outdoor display space

Combo— $750 per Indoor/Outdoor combination package

VMMC Outdoor Equipment Display Information Form

display space is extremely restricted; in order to properly accommodate all exhibits we MUST have detailed
information about the vehicle(s)/equipment you will be displaying. If you are applying for both an indoor and outdoor
display space (combo space) you will need to submit both the Indoor Display Space Assignment form and the Outdoor
Equipment Display Information Form.

Your outdoor space will NOT BE ASSIGNED until you have submitted this form.

Outdoor Display: 20" x 30" outdoor exhibit space, includes space only. The supplement outdoor
equipment package is available at an additional fee if you wish to reserve a
canopy and table/chairs for your outdoor space. The outdoor exhibit area is on
a brick pedestrian way, therefore every exhibitor is required to have a spill kit
and (if applicable) outrigger pads for any equipment on display. Outdoor
exhibits will run rain or shine; participants are advised to bring rain gear in
the event of inclement weather.

Space assignments for outdoor equipment and vehicle space assignments will be made according to
vehicle/equipment weight and dimensions.

Any vehicle
on display with a running engine at any point during the exhibit program MUST be equipped with an exhaust
hose long enough to direct exhaust away from the immediate area of the display area. This will be strictly
enforced. NOTE: You must comply with any request from conference management to turn off running
engines at any time during the vehicle display.
